1-3 years of previous teaching experience in classroom and group settings is preferred but not necessary, demonstrate sensitivity and respect for people, must share a common understanding and acceptance of the abstinence-only message. H.S. diploma required.   
STIPEND: A stipend is offered to each facilitator for teaching sessions in schools, youth groups, community organizations, and the Evansville Christian Life Center.
RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Reports to the Director of Abstinence Education.

· Teaches Truth Talk classes on a regular basis in accordance with standard policies and procedures.

· Follows guidelines for conducting and collecting evaluation materials. 

· Attend required meetings, including but not limited to, the beginning of the academic year, end of the academic year, and up to two additional in-service sessions per year.
